 It is still only the be-

ginning of 2008 and we are 

just overwhelmed with all that 

the Lord is doing here at Mis-

sion of Hope in Haiti.   Just in 

the past couple of months we 

have seen the miniïschool 

bus, box truck, four-wheeler, 

generator and oodles of sup-

plies arrive from the US.  We 

received shipment of 3 con-

tainers of highly nutritious food 

from Kids Against Hunger 

(Tulsa, OK) and Sturbridge 

Worship Center (Sturbridge, 

MA).  We were given a brand 

new diesel powered genera-

tor.  Weôve been able to use 

all these tools to be a blessing 

to those around us.   

 We recently hosted 

two teams of visitors.  One 

from Sturbridge, MA and the 

other from Tulsa, OK.  They 

carried down so many sup-

plies for the mission including 

over $250,000 worth of medi-

cines.    The teams consulted 

almost 1600 sick people and 

all were sent off with medica-

tion and vitamins.  We also 

distributed 437,832 meals 

throughout the southern pen-

insula of Haiti. 

 The teams were 

especially moved by our visits 

to the orphanage we are help-

ing out in Leogane.  Since 

returning to the US the team 

has helped to employ a nurse 

and 3 people at the orphan-

age to help ensure that the 

children are cared for physi-

cally.  There are also fundrais-

ing efforts going on to help 

provide food and bedding for 

these children.  We encourage 

you to take 10 minutes to look 

at the videos that Maike and 

Stuart made up of their trip as  

well as  one that is specifically 

about  the  orphanage.

 We still have a huge 

supply of medications left on hand 

at the mission and are looking to 

host more doctors and nurses to 

hold clinics here in Haiti.

The 

teams also ministered right at the 

clinics and food distribution points 

to many with prayer and also had 

all sorts of activities to interest the 

children. 

 This month we had the 

privilege of connecting with our 

own familyôs primary care doctor, 

John Harrington from the Win-

chendon Health Center in Win-

chendon, MA.  He came to Haiti 

leading a medical team from For-

ward in Health, a medical-based 

organization founded by Dr. John 

and Paula Mulqueen from Gard-

ner, MA.  This was our second 

time working with Forward in 

Health and once again it was a 

great experience.  We assisted 

with pediatric clinics which were 

held at their property in Fondfred 

near the city of les Cayes, Haiti.   

 We are especially thrilled 

with our children, Alexis and A. 

Jay, who now have the maturity to 

be able to work along side us with 

these teams.  They both were 

utilized regularly as translators 

with all these teams.   

 Alexis and A. Jay have 

also taken the reigns for the chil-

drenôs ministry at the Mission 

church in Thozin.  What a joy to 

see them set aside time each 

perienced personally that it 

is more blessed to give than 

to receive.
