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We shared about difficult
situations that we'd been
through in the ministry in
Haiti.

Yes, we
suffered through many of
them, but those experiences
grew us up in the Lord. Our
character has changed be-
cause we persevered even
when all seemed hopeless.

One particular situa-
tion that we went through
struck us and we'd like to
share it with you:

There was a group
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of people here in Grand-
Goave that met together sev-
eral times (we know people
that were present at the
meetings and later told us
about them) specifically to
discuss ways that they could
get money out of us (aka
blackmail). They came up
with a plan and implemented
it.

One of the aspects
of the plan included hiring a
lawyer to send letters to all
the local pastors in Grand-
Goave, ftrying to discredit
Pastor Lex. Now, keep in
mind that there’s a tendency

here in Haiti among pastors
from all different denomina-
tions to feel a sense of com-
petition with each other and
to not always walk in love
with one another. 18 pas-
tors received a letter from
this lawyer. Not one of
those pastors did what they
were asked to do in the let-
ter and all 18 of them got
together and sent all of the
letters back to the lawyer!
That was not the most
pleasant way to cause unity
within the body of Christ in
Grand-Goave, but we can
tell you with our whole

hearts that we were so
blessed to see that.

We want to en-
courage you today. Don't
let the devil get the best of
you. Don't give up when all
looks lost. Jesus said that
He ‘will never leave you
nor forsake you.” That's
not just some nice religious
saying. Its a powerful
promise from God. No
matter what, no matter who
seems to turn their back on
you, Jesus is always there
with you and He always
loves you! He wants the
best for you!

Groder (North Shore Christian
Fellowship, Salisbury, MA)
joined us once again. Pastor
Kevin shared some really perti-
nent Word about community.
