 Last month we had 
the pleasure of working to-
gether with Dr. John 
Mulqueen (Gardner, MA) and 
his organization, Forward in 
Health.  We conducted medi-
cal clinics for three days in 
three areas of les Cayes, 
Haiti.   
 Les Cayes is located 
about 3 hours south of Grand
-Goave over the worst 
stretches of National Route 2.  
The city itself is quite large 
and has a lot of Christian 
influence.   
 Each morning we 
traveled to the various clinic 
locations and worked to-
gether with a team that in-
cluded 2 doctors, 4 nurses , 9 
high school students and 
several other helpers.  We 
had the opportunity to trans-
late for the team, assist with 
organizing patients and help-
ing the patients to understand 
the treatments and medica-
tions prescribed. 
 There was one fam-
ily that brought three little 
girls to be consulted.  The 
parents obviously have taken 
very good care of these chil-
dren and we were happy to 
encourage them in that.   
 The oldest girl, Mi-
caëlle has always had one 
leg that is shorter than the 
other.  Consequently she 
walks with a significant limp 
and suffers from aches and 

pains when she overexerts 
herself. 
 We were so blessed 
to see Nurse Lorie and Dr. 
Sandy spend quite a long time 
with her and explain the situa-
tion and their recommenda-
tions for treatment.  After-
wards the parents contacted 
us and actually came to 
Grand-Goave to ask Pastor 
Lex to explain again what the 
doctor had advised and they 
also asked his advise. 
 We have been hear-
ing ñaboutò Dr. Mulqueen for 
years (weôre all from Gardner) 
and we were so blessed to 
have the opportunity to finally 
connect with him and actually 
play a role in the work that 
heôs been involved in.  We 
were able to take part in help-
ing hundreds of children with 
medical consultations and 
distributing needed medica-
tions to them.  Praise God!

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move to another community, 
the ñfree schoolsò (usually 
run by missionaries) are 
notorious for being quite 
mediocre.  This was not our 
vision for Mission of Hope.   
     We are so proud of our 
teachers, students and par-
ents for the outstanding ef-
fort that they have  made, 
working together to see this 
generation changed.  We 
often remind them that we 
have ministers, doctors, 
nurses, lawyers, architects, 
engineers and government 
officials...perhaps even the 
president of Haiti, sitting in 
our classrooms.  Itôs up to us 
to train them so that they 
can be and do all that God 
has for them! 
 God continues to 
pour out his blessings upon 
Mission of Hope.  We have 
had two different organiza-
tions approach us wanting to 
help us with donations of 
food for our school children.  
Our children are blessed.  
Please keep the mission in 
prayer as we still need to 
bring in the finances to pur-
chase cooking fuel, utensils, 
vegetables and spices with 

 We are currently 
preparing for our 8th year of 
school here at Mission of 
Hope in Haiti.  Things have 
improved a lot for our stu-
dents.  We do still have a 
long way to go.   
 We thank all our 
child sponsors who have 
faithfully supported the edu-
cation of hundreds of children 
at the Mission school.  We 
have always had more chil-
dren in school than just those 
that are sponsored.  This 
year we have had to limit the 
number of students we are 
accepting in order to not 
overextend the Mission finan-
cially.  Between the high 
school, elementary and pre-
schools we will accept 500 
students this year.  Approxi-
mately 10% of that number of 
students have sponsors.  
 This summer the 
Mission school sent 30 6th 
graders to national exams.  
Every year we have either 
tied with the local Catholic 
school or outscored them in 
these exams.  Once again 
Mission of Hope has risen to 
the top of the community in 
student achievement with 

100% of our students passing 
the national exams.    
 Why is this so excit-
ing to us?  When we first 
started planning to come to 
Haiti, Pastor Lex was con-
stantly expressing his desire 
to have an outstanding 
school.  Truly the parents in 
this area do not have the 
means to pay for their chil-
dren to get a top notch edu-
cation.  Sending a child to the 
Catholic school or another 
private school in the area can 
cost over $200 for the school 
year. Consider these facts:  
¶ The average per capita 

income (including the 
extremely wealthy Hai-
tians) is only about $400 
per year. 

¶ The average family in 
Haiti has 4.3 children 
(with the poorest having 
the largest families). 

Obviously they donôt have 
enough money to feed their 
families, never mind educate 
them. 
 In America, families 
often buy a home based on 
the quality of education within 
that community.  In Haiti, 
even if one could just up and 

     God continues to open 
doors of opportunity for Mis-
sion of Hope to work with oth-
ers in the community to en-
courage economic develop-
ment in our area.
